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As we approach a new boating season, as Safety Officer | want to remind everyone safe boating
starts with a well maintained boat and boat trailer. Before you head out please take a day and go
through a maintenance check list — a few suggestions are listed below:

A) Boat Trailer

1. Jack up each wheel, pull and push on tire checking for any looseSpay each wheel for any
sounds of dragging; this can indicate a possible brake or bearing problem.

Top off your wheel bearing grease

Check your wheel lug nuts for proper tightness

Check your tires air pressure including your spare

If your trailer is equipped with sge brakes check your brake fluid

Check your bow and transom straps for wear and tear

Check all your trailer lights and electrical connections

Check your bunk carpet for wear and tear

Check that you have attached your current registration decal and you have your copy of the
registration receipt

Check your batteries for proper cgarand for any battery cable corrosion
Test your bilge blowers for proper operation

ii. inspect all belts and hoses
Check for any strong gasoline odors that might indicate a fuel leak or bad hose
Check all navigational lights for proper operation
Test your horn and/or whistle

11. Check your on-boardiool Kit and maintenance supplies
12.Check your on-board Firgtid Kit and re-stock as needed
13. Contact your vessel Safety Inspectiorii€afr — Johrivalich, and schedule your 2010 Inspection;
remember it is FREE
14.Be sure you have attached your current registration decal and your paper copy is on board
